Organized under FEMA, the Community Emergency Response Team (CERT)
Program educates people about disaster preparedness for hazards that may
iImpact their area and trains them in basic disaster response skills, such as fire
safety, light search and rescue, team organization, and disaster medical
operations. Linfield Christian School has been a CERT facility since 2007.
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CAHAN is the emergency planning, alerting and notification system for the
California Department of Public Health, Emergency Preparedness Office. It
serves as a single, central point for finding, creating, and sharing information.
CAHAN has been deployed to provide alerting, notification and emergency
preparation tools for state and local officials. Linfield Christian School was
added to this network in 2009.
